Whereas, plastics are non-biadegradable and cause threat to the ecological system as they reduce
he fertility of soil and thereby hamper the growth of plants, choke drains and sewer resulting in
verflowing of putters and if swallowed by cattle and wild animals, they may cause death by

cbstructing their intestine;
And whereas, the colour pigments present in the plastic contaminate food products wrapped in

hem and cause health hazards and some of it even carcinogenic;

And whereas, plastic products take hundreds of years for degradation, as they are not

~odegradable, they also block the rainwater infiltration into the soil hindering recharge of ground
Waler;
And whereas, the plastic bags when discarded can get filled with rainwater offering ideal
breeding ground for vector borne diseases like malaria, dengue etc. and burning of plastics also releases
carcinogenic and toxic substances like dioxins, furans and hydrogen cyanide, which pollute air as well
as cause severe and chronic health problems;

And whereas, plastic waste and micro plastic cause danger to fresh and marine water bio-
diversity and also hamper ecosystem services due to spreading of such waste in and around eco-
svetems, on tourists places, heritage sites, eco-fragile areas like- Bugyals, high altitude areas and on

griculture and forest areas.
